Romans 12:1 I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living
sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship.

Philippians 1:24-25 To remain on in the flesh is more necessary for your sake. Convinced of this, I know that I will

remain and continue with you all for your progress and joy in the faith 2:24, I trust in the Lord that I myself also
will be coming shortly.

37 These are the appointed feasts of the LORD, which you shall proclaim as times of holy
convocation, for presenting to the LORD food offerings, burnt offerings and grain offerings, sacrifices and drink offerings, each
on its proper day Jeremiah 7:18 ... And they pour out drink offerings to other gods, to provoke me to anger. Hosea 9:4 they shall
not pour drink offerings of wine to the LORD, and their sacrifices shall not please him.

Philippians 1:29 To you it has been granted for Christ's sake, not only to believe in Him, but also to suffer for His
sake. Philippians 1:30 experiencing the same conflict which [they] saw in [Paul]

2 Timothy 3:12 all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted. Philippians 1:21 For to me, to live is
Christ and to die is gain. Romans 14:7-8 for if we live, we live for the Lord, or if we die, we die for the Lord,
therefore whether we live or die, we are the Lord's. Acts 5:40 went on their way from the presence of the Council,
rejoicing they had been considered worthy to suffer shame for His name.

Philippians 3:8 I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for
whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them but rubbish so that I may gain Christ.

Paul, James and Peter I rejoice in my sufferings. Consider it all joy when you encounter various trials;
To the degree ... you share the sufferings of Christ, keep on rejoicing.
